Chapter 2

D. ENTERPRISE FUND FACILITY RANKING

The results of the Transition Plan prioritization process and ranking of
Enterprise Fund facilities in terms of priority for barrier removal are
summarized in the attached tables at the end of this chapter: Table
FR-3 and Table FR-4.

Table FR-3 reflects the prioritization of Enterprise Fund facilities when
looking at the City in its entirety. The ranking of the Enterprise Fund
departments was developed by consulting persons with disabilities in
the public outreach meetings.

Table FR-4 reflects the prioritization of Enterprise Fund facilities within
each department. The criteria used to develop a facility ranking within
each department included but was not limited to: path of travel to and
location of primary public programs, level and frequency of public use
of each facility, uniqueness of the program, level of current physical
access, whether the facility is leased by the city to third parties or not,
whether or not the facility is scheduled for renovation, demolition or
relocation, whether altering the facility would be a financial burden to
the city or if physical changes are technically infeasible.

The information used for this analysis came from the physical general
accessibility evaluations conducted by the Consultant for these
facilities as well as the results of the program accessibility survey
guestionnaires completed by City staff.
