FORM 700 FILING INFORMATION

The Political Reform Act of 1974 (Government Code Sections 81000-91014) requires most state and local government officials and employees to publicly disclose their personal assets and income.  If your position is designated in the City’s Conflict of Interest Code, you are required to file an Annual Statement of Economic Interests.  The filing deadline for Annual Statements is April 1 of each year.  You are also required to file an assuming office and initial statement within 30 days of assuming office and a leaving office statement within 30 days after leaving the office or position.

Interactive Form 700

Filers may utilize the interactive form available on the Portal/Internet.  The information on the form cannot be saved and the form must be printed before exiting. The Form 700 cannot be filed electronically.
On the cover page of the Form 700, fill in the following:

· Name, address, and telephone number

· Department Name under "Office, Agency or Court"

· Position title

· Jurisdiction of Office:  "City of Santa Barbara"

· Type of Statement:  "Assuming Office/Initial or Annual or Leaving Office"

· Check applicable schedules or "No reportable interests on any schedule"

· Total number of pages completed including the cover page

You must complete all schedules as described in your disclosure category outlined in the City’s Conflict of Interest Resolution.  Do not complete those schedules on which you have nothing to report.  Complete the form, date, sign, and return it by the established deadline.   

You may contact the Technical Assistance and Analysis Division of the Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC) free of charge at 1-866-275-3772 or visit their website at www.fppc.ca.gov for assistance.

If you file your statement after the deadline, you shall, in addition to other penalties or remedies established by the Political Reform Act, be liable in the amount of $10 per day, beginning the day after the filing deadline, up to a maximum of $100.  Please note that except for deadlines that fall on Saturdays, Sundays, and official state holidays, the law has no provisions for extensions of due dates.
