Passive Solar Checklist

. Building orientation
. Window selection and placement
. Use of thermal mass to moderate temperature

. Meet remaining heating load with an efficient
back-up system

. Minimize direct sun exposure and heat absorption
. Allow for cool air to enter the building

. Give hot air a way out of building

. Maximize natural light

. Special glazing and automated controls
