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The purpose of this document is to explain the function of the “Image Field” in NavBuilder and how it affects the design of a branded page.
Explanation of the “Image Field” in Branded Pages
The Image Field in the NavBuilder Window is where all of the image assets of a Branded page are found. Not to be confused with which page layout you have chosen, or which widgets you have assigned to your page. Here is where the Department Logo, the Background Media, the Side Buttons, and the Department Title Text live. The first 3 are identified by their ID’s in Media Manager; the Page Title is a simple Text string, which can be changed directly within Navbuilder: e.g. Year 2013 becomes changed to 2014 as on the “Charitable Giving” page.
As it is difficult to get a screenshot showing where all of these assets live, here is an example of how the Media Manager Items have been placed in the field. This is where you have the opportunity to change these assets. 
· iDeptLogoMediaID = 116
· iBackgroundMediaID = 100
· iSideButtonsID = 132
· sDeptTitleText = "Community Development"
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Example of sDeptTitleText: (displayed in the grey text).
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In order to find your assets, go to the “Media Manager” and look them up by “Filter By Targets”. You should see a long list separated by asset, and simple choose what you need.
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
