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This procedure only changes the page title; it does not change the Explore navigation text.
Changing the Page Title
1) Login to the Civica CMS website.

2) Hover over the Civica menu at the top-left of the Administration page, and then select Go to Website from the menu.
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3) Browse to the web page you wish to change the title, and then click on the Editing pencil.
