HTML Editor - Fixing Formatting Problems

When copying and pasting into HTML Editor, it is strongly suggested that you use either Paste from Word cleaning fonts and sizes or Paste as Plain Text. This will allow you to keep your pages in consistent format with the rest of the website.
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If you encounter a page that has inconsistent formatting, as seen below, this procedure will help you clean the “unseen” formatting causing the inconsistent text formatting in the page pictured below.
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Cleaning Text in HTML Editor
1) Open the page in HTML Editor by clicking on the editing pencil at the top-right corner of the page content section.
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2) Find the Format Stripper tool in the HTML Editor toolbar and click on it.
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3) There are four (4) functions we need to perform in order to clean the text formatting in the page.
a) Microsoft Word Formatting
b) Cascading Style Sheets
c) Font Tags
d) Span Tags
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Click on the Format Stripper tool and perform each of these four actions.
This completes the procedure. You may now safely reformat your page using the tools in the HTML editor toolbar.
This procedure will remove table formatting, so you if you had alternately banded table rows, you will need to reformat the rows.
Use only Paragraph Styles when formatting text. This will give your page the most consistent look. Note that the page will look different in the HTML Editor than when the web page is rendered in the web browser. This is normal.
