Internet Explorer in Compatibility View

In order for you to view the site properly in Internet Explorer 8, you must not be in Compatibility View. The symptom is that the site looks like it is in “phone” mode regardless of the width of the browser. To remedy this, click on the Compatibility View toggle button just to the right of the Address Bar in Internet Explorer.
