Media Manager Slideshow Images

This document is intended for Civica CMS Web Designers who have access to manage a web slideshow. Images and the associated text for slideshows are maintained via Media Manager. You must have access to Media Manager in order to edit slideshow images.

[bookmark: _Toc392768798]Accessing the Slideshow Images
You must have access to the Media Manager module in order to add, delete, and edit slideshow images.
1) Login to the Civica CMS Administration system:

2) Click on the Media Manager module.
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3) In the Filter by Target selector, find the slideshow you are looking for.
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4) The page will show all of the slides, active and not, and the order in which they are displayed.
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[bookmark: _Toc392768799]Adding an Image to the Home Page Slideshow
Before you add an image, make sure it is of high-quality and meets the specifications enumerated in the first section of this document. When creating a Home Page slideshow, the Name field should be kept to a single line. The Description field should be less than 350 characters with spaces, and less if the Name is two lines.

1) Click on the Add New Entry button on the Media Manager page.

2) Enter the Name, which will serve as the Title of the image. The Name should be very short. It may take several tries, but try to keep this to a single line on the Desktop view.
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3) The Display Order is by “weight.” On the main targets page, there was an Order column. The lightest (or lowest number) float to the top of the list and are displayed first in order. It is recommended that you use multiples of tens (10) to set the order in case you wish to add an image to the middle of the list; you will not have to renumber the entire list.

4) Description should be no more than 350 characters assuming the Name fits on one line. Text longer that this does not render well on tablets.
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5) Do not enter a Class.

6) If you wish the image to be a clickable link to a page or PDF on the website, you may enter the entire URL in the Hyperlink field. Do not link to pages or PDFs not on the City website from the Home Page Slideshow.

7) Select New Window if you are linking to a PDF on the City website or to another website. This option does not work with the Galleria slideshow. Please see the Galleria Slideshow Options section of this document and go to the popupLinks option.

8) To upload an image, click on the Browse… button, browse for your image. It is important that you select Save As: PNG, under the image path.
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9) Click on the Active checkbox.

10) Click on the Submit button, and then click on the OK button in the pop-up webpage message box.
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The image item will be instantly added to the slideshow target.
[bookmark: _Toc392768800]Adding an Image to the Branded Page Slideshow
The process of adding an image to a Branded Page Slideshow is identical to that of the Home Page Slideshow. The difference is the amount of text you can put in the Name and Description fields.
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[bookmark: _Toc392768801]Making an Image Inactive
If you feel you may want to use an image asset, to include the Name and Descriptions fields, at a future time and do not want to have to re-enter all of the information and re-upload the image. In this case make the image Inactive.
1) Click on the Modify button.
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2) Click on the Active checkbox to uncheck Active, click on the Submit button, and then click on the OK button in the pop-up webpage message box.
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[bookmark: _Toc392768802]Slideshow Options
Each different slideshow has a number of parameters that can be entered to customize the presentation of the images. These parameters are entered into the Slide Show Params field in the Widget Manager editor. In the case of using multiple parameters, use a “comma space” to separate parameters.
In the options sections of each of these slideshows there will be references to single quotation marks. In all cases single quotation marks must be straight (''), not curly (‘’).
[bookmark: _Toc392768803]Accessing Slideshow Options
1) Login to the Civica CMS Administration system.

2) Hover over the Civica logo at the top-left of the Administration page, and then select Go to Website from the menu.
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3) Browse to the section home page where you wish to create (add) a page, hover-over the Editing Pencil and then select Layout from the menu.
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4) On the Page Layout page,  
a) Layout Style: for the purpose of this example and most times you will select Galleria.
b) Media Params: list the parameters, separated by a comma and a space (, ). Options and values are separated by a colon (:). Booleans (true and false) and integers are entered without quotations. Strings are surrounded by single quotations.
c) The Media Params string in this example is preload:0, imageCrop:true
d) All City slideshows using the Galleria slideshow should contain at least these two options.

· bullets: true
· timer_speed: [milliseconds]
· animation_speed: [milliseconds]
· Example: bullets: false, timer_speed: 5000
Library Home Page Slideshow
The Library home page slideshow is an Orbit slideshow. The parameters for this slideshow are hard-coded in the JavaScript. The file can be accessed via the server and parameters, such as the speed of the transition and the slide holding time can be changes. Time is in milliseconds.

· animSpeed: [milliseconds] (speed of animation default is 500)
· pauseTime: [milliseconds] (time for each slide, default is 3000)

· effect: 'random' (set to one of the options below, random is default, the parameter must be enclosed in straight single quotation marks (''), not curly (‘’))

[bookmark: _Toc392768806]Galleria Slideshow Options
In this section, do not use the options in red and so denoted. Always use the options in green and so denoted. Options are listed here for the most popular ones. For a complete listing, please go to the Galleria Options page.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Example of Media Params: preload: 0, imageCrop: true,
autoplay
Sets Galleria to play slidehow when initialized.
carousel
Toggle the creation of a carousel.
carouselSpeed
Carousel animation speed in milliseconds.
carouselSteps
Defines how many “steps” the carousel should take on each nav click.
clicknext
Helper for adding a click event on the entire stage to move forward.
dailymotion
Adds player options for the Daliymotion video player
dataConfig( [HTML element] )
Defines how Galleria should parse the HTML. Useful for adding custom HTML captions. - Do not use.
dataSelector
Defines the selector Galleria should look for in the source. - Do not use.
dataSort
Function to sort the data before using it. - Do not use.
dataSource
Defines the Galleria data, or the HTML source where the data is found. - Do not use.
debug
Set this to false to prevent debug messages. - Do not use, this is already implemented.
dummy
Defines a dummy image that will be used if the image can't be found.
easing
Defines the easing mode globally.
You can use this option to control the animation easing on a global level in Galleria. Besides the built-in jQuery easings “linear” and “swing”, Galleria includes the following easings:
· galleria
· galleriaIn
· galleriaOut
Example: easing: 'swing'
extend( [ options ] )
Add custom functionality to the gallery. - Do not use.
fullscreenCrop
Sets how Galleria should crop when in fullscreen mode.
fullscreenDoubleTap
Enabled fullscreen toggle on double-tap for touch devices.
fullscreenTransition
Defines a different transition for fullscreen mode.
height
Manually set a gallery height. - Do not use, this is already set to match the stage.
idleMode
Option for turning on/off idle mode.
idleTime
Defines how long delay before Galleria goes into idle mode.
idleSpeed
Defines the animation speed in milliseconds when entering/exiting idle mode.
imageCrop
Defines how Galleria will crop the image.
Defines how the main image will be cropped inside its container.
· true means that all images will be scaled to fill the stage, centered and cropped.
· false will scale down so the entire image fits.
· 'height' will scale the image to fill the height of the stage.
· 'width' will scale the image to fill the width of the stage.
· 'landscape' will fill up images that has landscape proportions, but scale portrait images to fit inside the container.
· 'portrait' is like 'landscape' but the other way around.
Example: imageCrop: true
imageMargin
Sets a margin between the image and the stage.
imagePan
Toggles the image pan effect.
imagePanSmoothness
Defines how smooth (and CPU consuming) the pan effect should be.
imagePosition
Positions the image.
imageTimeout
Sets a timeout for fetching images.
initialTransition
Sets a different transition on the first image.
keepSource
Lets you keep the source elements.
layerFollow
Boolean for controlling if the layer will follow the image size or not
lightbox
Helper for attaching a lightbox (to zoom in) when the user clicks on an image.
lightboxFadeSpeed
Defines how fast the lightbox should fade.
lightboxTransitionSpeed
Defines how fast the lightbox should animate.
maxScaleRatio
Defines how much Galleria is allowed to upscale images.
maxVideoSize
Defines how much Galleria is allowed to upscale videos.
overlayBackground
Defines the background color of the overlay.
overlayOpacity
Sets how transparent the overlay should be.
pauseOnInteraction
Toggles if Galleria should stop playing if the user navigates.
[bookmark: popupLinks]popupLinks
Open Image links in new windows.
Setting this to true will open any image links in a new window. You can add image links using the longdesc attribute (default) or customize it using data_config.
Example: popupLinks: true
preload
Defines how much Galleria should preload. - Always use this option.
Defines how many images Galleria should preload in advance. Please note that this only applies when you are using separate thumbnail files. Galleria always cache all preloaded images.
· 2 preloads the next 2 images in line
· 'all' forces Galleria to start preloading all images. This may slow down client.
· 0 will not preload any images
Example: preload: 0
queue
Defines if Galleria should queue the slideshow.
responsive
Sets Galleria in responsive mode. - Do not use, this is already set.
show
Lets you start the slideshow at any image index.
showCounter
Toggles the counter.
showInfo
Toggles the caption.
showImagenav
Toggles the image navigation arrows.
swipe
Enables the swipe gesture for navigating on touch devices.
thumbCrop
Same as image_crop for thumbnails.
thumbDisplayOrder
Defines if the gallery should display the loaded thumbnails in order.
thumbMargin
Same as imagePosition for thumbnails
thumbQuality
Defines if and how IE should use bicubic image rendering for thumbnails.
touchTransition
Defines a different transition when a touch device is detected.
transition
Defines what transition to use.
The transition that is used when displaying the images. There are some built-in transitions in Galleria, but you can also create your own using our Transitions API.
Built-in transitions
· 'fade' crossfade betweens images
· 'flash' fades into background color between images
· 'pulse' quickly removes the image into background color, then fades the next image
· 'slide' slides the images depending on image position
· 'fadeslide' fade between images and slide slightly at the same time
Example: transition: 'slide'
transitionSpeed
Defines the speed of the transition.
trueFullscreen
Makes Galleria enter a native fullscreen mode where supported.
variation
Visual variations of a theme. - Do not use
videoPoster
Defines if a poster image should be used for videos.
vimeo
Sets options for the Vimeo player.
wait
Defines if and how Galleria should wait until it can be displayed using user interaction.
width
Manually set a gallery width. - Do not use
youtube
Sets options for the YouTube player.
