News Folder Setup Overview
Setup the main News page in a new folder, not as a page. If there is a feed on the home page of the site, then you can use the Details and Archives pages for that instance of the News feed as well.
News folders contain:
1) Main page (default.asp) where all current news is listed.
2) Details page (details.asp) when the “Read More…” link targets.
3) Archives page (archive.asp) where all old news is kept.
