Upper State Street Study Report 
 

The Upper State Street Study is a focused study of the commercial corridor to identify 
near-term improvements to benefit urban design and traffic circulation. 

The Upper State Street Study Report discusses existing conditions and public comment 
received, and provides recommended amendments to development standards and design 
guidelines and circulation network improvements that could be done within the context of 
existing City land use and circulation policy. Urban Design topics addressed are area 
character, public streetscape, scenic views, open space, creeks, building setbacks, and 
building sizes. Transportation issues are intersection traffic levels, mid-block congestion 
and safety, pedestrian/bicycle, transit, and parking facilities. The Study Report also 
identifies longer-term future improvements to consider. 

The Study Area includes properties fronting along both sides of a 1 ½ mile stretch of 
State Street within the 3100-3900 blocks, located between Highway 101/Calle Real on 
the west and De la Vina Street and Calle Laureles on the east. 

Following a City staff presentation, the Planning Commission will take public comment, 
and provide Planning Commission recommendations to City Council on the Upper State 
Street Study.
