The project consists of the replacement of the existing Tertiary Filtration Plant for the
production of recycled water at the El Estero Wastewater Treatment Plant. The existing
tertiary filtration plant and related facilities encompass approximately 10,000 square feet
of area. The project will demolish the existing 2,200 square foot granular media filter
complex, and ancillary equipment, then construct a new 5,300 square foot complex,
including a 2,900 square foot canopy. Construction and installation of replacement
facilities will occur within the current tertiary filtration plant operations footprint. The
new tertiary system will utilize microfiltration / ultrafiltration technology. The project
will also include upgrades to chemical containment areas, the electrical system and the
reclaimed water chlorine contact basin.
