The project consists of the installation of two pre-fabricated steel structures totaling 1,170 square feet at the
existing City Fire Training Facility, located on a two-acre parcel within the City’s El Estero Wastewater
Treatment Facility property. One structure would be a one-story, 240 square-foot structure with a maximum
height of 8-% feet, and the second structure would be a two-story, 930 square-foot structure with a maximum
height of 17 feet. The structures would be utilized for fire observation and fire training purposes. The project
also proposes on-site drainage improvements, consistent with the City’s Tier 3 Storm Water Management Plan
requirements. The project also includes the legalization of several “as-built” structures that were previously
developed on site and total approximately 3,476 square feet.

The discretionary applications required for this project are:

1. A Development Plan to allow the construction of 4,646 square feet of nonresidential development
(SBMC Chapter 28.85);
2. A Conditional Use Permit to allow the construction of 4,646 square feet of nonresidential development

for use as a Fire Training Facility in the OM-1/SD-3 zone (SBMC §28.94.030(x)); and

3. A Coastal Development Permit (CDP2015-00006) to allow the proposed development in the Appealable
Jurisdiction of the City’s Coastal Zone (SBMC §28.44.060).

The project requires an environmental finding pursuant to California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines
Section 15183.

You are invited to attend this hearing. Written comments are welcome and will be entered into the public record.

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If you, as an aggrieved party or applicant, disagree with the decision of the Planning Commission regarding the
outcome of this application, you may appeal the decision to the City Council. The appeal, accompanied by the
appropriate filing fee per application, must be filed in the City Clerk's Office within ten calendar days of the
Planning Commission decision. If the Planning Commission decision is appealed, and if the City Council
approves the project on appeal, then it is appealable to the California Coastal Commission under California
Public Resources Code §830603(a) and SBMC §28.44.200.

If you challenge the permit approval or environmental document in court, you may be limited to raising only
those issues you or someone else raised at the public hearing described in this notice, or in written
correspondence delivered to the Planning Commission at, or prior to the public hearing.
