The proposed project consists of the conversion of three existing detached residential units to condominiums.
The lot is developed with one four-bedroom house and attached three-car garage, and two two-bedroom
cottages with an additional detached three-car garage. No new development is proposed. The 36,833 square
foot lot is located in the Hillside Design District and is bounded by Mira Vista Avenue on the north, which is
where the vehicular access is located, San Carlos Road on the east and EI Encanto Road on the south. The main
house and garage are on the City's List of Potential Historic Resources: Spanish Colonial Revival residence
designed by Edwards and Plunkett and constructed in 1930 and 1935.

The discretionary applications required for this project are:

1. A Tentative Subdivision Map to allow a one-lot subdivision to create three residential condominium
units (SBMC Chapter 27.07); and
2. A Condominium Conversion Permit to convert three (3) existing detached residential units to

condominium units (SBMC Chapter 28.88).

The Environmental Analyst has determined that the project is exempt from further environmental review
pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines Section 15301.

You are invited to attend this hearing. Written comments are welcome and will be entered into the public record.
