OLD BUSINESS  
1. Consider a new rule regarding soaps.   

Continue the discussion from the December meeting to consider adopting the following 
rule: For Discussion 

Soap Making: Soaps are allowed in the show only if the craftsperson puts a 
significant amount of work in the finished product where the work of the 
craftsperson is more important than the raw materials used.  

 
The Committee reviewed previous discussion on this topic and opened to public 
comment. Ana Maria Gregory reviewed her process of soap making, in detail.           
Ms. Gregory suggested that the show standardize a lye-required soaponification 
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method (either with a hot or cold process). John Rindlaub asked about glycerin; Ms. 
Gregory stated that glycerin is a by-product of soaponification. Public comment was 
closed. The Committee made the comparison of painters who mix pigments to create 
their paints, however commercially prepared paints are acceptable. Although, 
Soaponification, is a method of creating soap, the Committee felt other methods are 
acceptable as long as the work of the craftsperson is more important than the raw 
materials.  
M/S/C to recommend the soap making rule printed in the January 14th agenda as an 
action item for the February 11, 2014 meeting.
