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The pe�t for the Accessory Dwelling Unit located at 836 de la G�erra Terrace, Santa Barbara, 
CA, permit No. BLD 2017-02717, would be detrimental to the public health and safety due to its 
location-in an extreme/ high fire area with limited ingress and egress due to a very narrow one 
lane street of 20 feet in width, and on a cul de sac. The project is located on a hillside in the 
Riviera neighborhood. Parking is already limited, and on any given day drivers are stuck behind 
other cars for several minutes and access by emergency vehicles is limited. There is an 
increased safety risk posed to the neighborhood due to inadequate set backs, lack of adequate 
parking, and the project does not include fire sprinklers. Further, the project would introduce 
unreasonable privacy impacts to the immediate neighbors. 

The proposed project is slated to include a wraparound deck and balcony from the second story, 
necessarily creating noise, and an invasion of privacy to the adjacent neighbors. Additionally, 
the second story height of the proposed ADU will place the windows from the second story at 
46-50 feet, preventing any screening to prevent an invasion of privacy to the neighboring parcel.
The project will block the view of the above properties greatly diminishing the property values.
The project will likewise diminish the value of the adjacent property of appellant, whose property
is of historic value.

The 836 de la Guerra proposed ADU project will also require extensive grading and fill. 
Appellants contend the building permit was issued in contravention of existing grading permit 
requirements, and fails to consider potential flooding and debris flow. Flooding has occurred and 
impacted some neighboring properties in the past. The set backs are also inadequate in 
contravention to the existing Fire Code and thus pose an additional and unreasonable risk to all 
properties in the neighborhood. 

Appellants request the permit be revoked to reflect new regulations restqcting ADU' s in extreme 
/high risk fire areas, particularly on hillsides. In the alternative, appellan� request the permit be 
modified to allow for a one story structure with adequate set backs and screening for privacy.
