Planning Commission Public Hearing:  On December 1, 2011, the City Council adopted an update to the General Plan that includes a policy to limit new nonresidential growth to 1.35 million square feet for the next 20 years.  The purpose of the meeting is for the Planning Commission to make recommendations to the City Council on proposed amendments to the City’s nonresidential growth management program that implements the General Plan, through the Development Plan Ordinance (DPO), and Council Resolution.  Santa Barbara Municipal Code (SBMC) §28.87.300 will be revised and replaced with SBMC Chapter 28.85 and Council Resolution No. 09-058 is also proposed to be revised.  

Amendments are also proposed to sections of the Transfer of Existing Development Rights (TEDR) Ordinance Chapter 28.95. The amendments include a new Traffic Management Strategy identifying Development Areas and specific categories of nonresidential development and transfer of square footage that would be available for allocation within each Development Area.
