WITH ALL APPLICABLE DRAWINGS BEFORE POURING CONCRETE.

36. FIRE STOPS SHALL BE LOCATED AT THE FOLLOWING LOCATIONS (PER 2019 CBC SECTION 718
CONCEALED SPACES):
- IN CONCEALED SPACES OF STUD WALLS AND PARTITIONS, INCLUDING FURRED SPACES, AND PARALLEL
ROWS OF STUDS OR STAGGERED STUDS - VERTICALLY AT FLOOR AND CEILING LEVELS AND
HORIZONTALLY AT INTERVALS NOT EXCEEDING 10'

ANCHORAGE'S, AND SIMILAR SUPPORTS FOR CABINETS, BUILT-IN FURNITURE, AND ALL OTHER ITEMS
