The Committee received an update on the Airport Long-Term Solar project. On April 
5th, Airport staff received a notification from the vendor SunEdison of the likely 
cancellation of the project due to unanticipated costs associated with poor soil 
conditions at the site. Staff informed the Committee that SunEdision, Inc. had just filed 
for bankruptcy. The Committee directed staff to develop an action plan identifying the 
steps recommended for the best outcome for this situation.

Action Plan Community Greenhouse Gas Inventory and on the benefits and impacts 
of using the Global Protocol for Communities (GPC) methodology and the software 
reporting tool provided by ICLEI – Local Governments for Sustainability.
